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From the north or south, follow the Al towards Newcastle.
This takes you around the west side of the city. Whether you
are travelling from the north or south, you should leave the Al
at the junction with the A167/A696 and follow the signs for the
'City Centre'. Take the A167 exit marked "Universities and Royal
Victoria Infirmary (RVI) and Eldon Square" (B1318, City North)
which brings you on to Claremont Road, and the university
entrance.

From the west, follow the A69 to the junction with the Al
and travel northbound. Leave the Al at the next junction (City
West, Westerhope, B6324) and follow the signs for City Centre
A167. Leave at the exit marked "Universities, Royal Victoria
Infirmary (RVI) and Eldon Square" (B1318, City North) and turn
left at the mini-roundabout. This takes you on to Claremont
Road, and the University Entrance. For car parking facilities see
the university website.

The campus is just a ten-minute walk away from the nearest
mainline station at Lime Street. Take the main exit and turn left
into Lime Street. Then turn left again at the Britannia Adelphi Newcastle
Hotel and continue up Brownlow Hill towards the Metropolitan P
